GENERAL INFORMATION:

ISG After School Program offers more than 25 sports, arts&crafts and cultural activities.

Every activity will include 12 lessons. Those activities that meet twice a week will include 24

lessons. Activities will start at 3:00 pm or at 3:45 pm and will last one hour. Chinese will last 1,5

hours. There will be supervision for children that are dismissed at 3:35 pm and start the activity at
